Project presentation, IRM BBL / CIBM
Guidelines for presentation:

The goal is mainly to clarify the feasibility, design, and resources needed for the project – but not to have a lecture on the topic or judge the scientific interest!

The presentation should be max 15-20 minutes with discussion, and concern only one single study (not a whole research program),if possible with 1-2 slides for each of the following points:
- title and method (IRM, EEG, TMS, etc)
- principle investigator, collaborator
- brief background and previous studies

- preliminary data if any

- aims of current study

- experimental design, conditions, outline and number of trials

- technical parameters (eg MRI sequence), other resources needed, duration
- platform (BBL / CIBM / other), operator (e.g. MRI pilot), number of subjects
- methods of analysis, planned comparisons (e.g. contrasts)
- predictions (e.g. brain areas activated in respective conditions)
